G Add Resources as desired.
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e In the Options area, select any combination of the following checkboxes:
o Reuse Responses — Students can use the same response from the response bank more than once.
o Scramble Responses — The responses in the blank display in a random order that may differ from student to
student.

@ In the Responses area, enter response choices in each Choice [X] field. As you enter choices, they display in the
bank below the Answer Key field.
Note: Click Add to enter more response choices from which students can choose. You may choose to
enter more response choices than actual correct responses.

In the Answer Key field, drag each word or phrase in the bank to the correct blank in the sentence. If you chose to
enter extra response choices that are incorrect, leave them in the bank.
